General de Indias before taking an afternoon stroll in the Maria Luisa Park, home to the 1929 
Ibero-American Exposition. The desire to understand more will inspire your language learning 
as you seek to connect with the people whose ancestors once held dominion over an empire 
where the sun never set.
